In 1988, then-President Ronald 

Reagan proclaimed October as 

a national month of mourning 

in remembrance of babies who 

died through miscarriage, still-

birth and other causes.  This 

observance allows families and 

communities to come together 

to not only celebrate those 

infantsõ lives, but also to in-

crease the understanding into 

why these tragedies occurred 

and work at preventing them 

in the future. 

 

This proclamation also recog-

nizes that in recent years, fac-

tors such as smaller families 

and a motherõs advanced age at 

childbirth add more dimen-

sions of grief on bereaved par-

ents.  Therefore, health care 

professionals are being trained 

and support 

groups 

formed to 

help in such 

situations.

Cut head and arm holes into colored 
pillowcases to match candy sacksñred

Possibly the simplest costume to

Pumpkin 
A true classicñthe pumpkin baby is sim-

ple to make at home.  Use an orange 
sweatshirt and cut a pumpkin face out of 

brown or black felt.  Glue the face onto 
the front of the sweatshirt.  Cut green felt 

into leaves and glue around the collar of 
the sweatshirt.  An orange baby cap will 

finish off your baby pumpkin. 

You don't need to break the bank to 
make your infantõs first Halloween 

memorable!  With a little creativity and a 
few simple tools (like felt and fabric glue), 

you can make a one-of-a-kind costume 
that will make your babyõs first Hallow-

een memorable and unique.   

 

Sweatshirt Animals: 
Use colored hooded sweatshirts to turn 

your baby into an animalñglue yellow 
felt ears to the hood of a yellow sweat-

shirt, add brown felt strips as a mane 
around the collar, and pin a braided felt 

tail to the back to finish up your baby
